established since 1997 (more than 24 years
ago) and registered as a non-profit
organization in Thailand.

HISTORY

The APRSCP is formed to foster dialog and partnerships through multi-stakeholder dialogue to
enhance and strengthen cooperation in the development and implementation of SCP strategies
and to promote best practices, programs, local initiatives, and lessons learned on SCP related

projects in Asia and the Pacific.

The Organization was established in 1997, known then as Asia Pacific Roundtable on Cleaner
Production (APRCP), which held regional meetings on cleaner production with the support from
United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), the United Nations Industrial Development
Organization (UNIDO) and other partners. These meetings confirmed the importance of
promoting cleaner production and resource efficiency. After 7years with a global shift to
include sustainable consumption, it was renamed to APRSCP, weaving SCP into broader policy

platforms on sustainable development.

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The APRSCP has held 15 roundtables within the region and has built up a strong network
among industry, governments, academia and non-governmental organizations and
international organizations in the Region. These roundtables were hosted by member
countries in the Region co-organized by the Board of Trustees of the APRSCP and supporting
partner organisations such as UNEP, UNIDO, UNESCAP, EU SWITCH-Asia Programme.

APRSCP has created a strong presence in the region through its activity and emerged as the
VOICE of SCP in the Asia-Pacific region.

The APRSCP Network was formed to foster dialog and partnerships between industry,
governments, academia and non-governmental organizations in the region. The roundtable
has been held every 18 to 24 months since being founded, working to facilitate uptake of
SCP research, policy and practice. To date, the APRSCP has held 15 roundtables within the
region and has built up a strong network covering the entire Asia Pacific region. These
roundtables were hosted by member countries in Asia Pacific co-organized by the Board
of Trustees of the APRSCP and supporting partners such as UNEP, UNIDO, GIZ and IGES.
APRSCP has a strong presence in the region as a network that champions the platform for
multi-stakeholder dialogue and partnerships to enhance and strengthen cooperation in
developing and implementing SCP strategies and promoting best practices, programs, and
local initiatives in the Asia Pacific. The 16" APRSCP is co-organized by APRSCP and Thai
SCP Network. It is also the celebration of the 25t anniversary of APRSCP since the
establishment in Bangkok in November 1997.

Objectives

The 16" APRSCP will provide a platform for multi-stakeholders from Asia and the Pacific to
come together to:

1. Promote best practices, programs, local initiatives and lessons learned on SCP, Circular
Economy and Net Zero Emission related projects in Asia and the Pacific region.

2. ldentify synergies and build cooperation to engage actively in the development and
implementation of the SCP, Circular Economy, and Net Zero Emission 2030 and 2050
targets.

3. Enhance discussions and sharing experiences and lessons learned in scaling up existing
and new SCP and Circular Economy technologies, strategies, tools and approaches
through research and information awareness, capacity building, financing, and
monitoring and evaluation.
